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Lenten Confessions:
“The second precept (“You shall confess your sins at least
once a year.") ensures preparation for the Eucharist by the
reception of the sacrament of reconciliation, which
continues Baptism's work of conversion and forgiveness”
(CCC, 2042). The Church wants us to confess with a
priest at least once a year, or after committing a grave sin.

Not confessing sins at least once a year breaks the precept
of the Church, which is a grave matter, and it may be a
grave sin. So, if we don’t confess in more than a year, we
need to confess that we didn’t confess in more than a year!
