Next, all attachment to sin, even venial sin, should be

absent. These works are highly recommended: 1)
adoration of the Blessed Sacrament for at least one half an
hour; 2) devout reading of the Sacred Scriptures for at
least one half an hour; 3) the pious exercise of the Way of
the Cross; 4) the recitation of the Marian Rosary in a
church or public oratory or in a family group, a religious
Community or pious Association
